WEEKLY PRAYER PROMPTS
Sunday, February 11
Prayer Focus: Pray for guidance and wisdom in the process of hiring a campus pastor. Ask God to lead the right 
individual to our church.
Verse: “Now if any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God—who gives to all generously and ungrudgingly—and it 
will be given to him.” (James 1:5 CSB)

Sunday, February 18
Prayer Focus: Pray for unity and harmony within the Church at Woodbine during this time of transition and growth.
Verse: “Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace.” (Ephesians 4:3 CSB)

Sunday, February 25
Prayer Focus: Pray for the spiritual growth of the Church at Woodbine and that each member finds their role in the 
church’s mission.
Verse: “But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the glory both now and to 
the day of eternity. Amen.” (2 Peter 3:18 CSB)

Sunday, March 3
Prayer Focus: Pray for the Church at Woodbine’s outreach, and pray that God stirs up ways to effectively reach and 
serve the local community.
Verse: “In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that they may see your good works and give glory to 
your Father who is in heaven.” (Matthew 5:16 CSB)

Sunday, March 10
Prayer Focus: Pray for a spirit of generosity at the Church at Woodbine. Pray that we bless others as God has blessed 
us.
Verse: “And my God will supply all your needs according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 4:19 CSB)

Sunday, March 17
Prayer Focus: Pray for protection against any spiritual warfare and challenges the Church at Woodbine may face 
during the transition.
Verse: “Put on the full armor of God so that you can stand against the schemes of the devil.” (Ephesians 6:11 CSB)

Sunday, March 24
Prayer Focus: Pray for the families and individuals who will be joining the church that they find a welcoming 
environment.
Verse: “So then you are no longer foreigners and strangers, but fellow citizens with the saints, and members of God’s 
household.” (Ephesians 2:19 CSB)



SUNDAY, MARCH 31
Prayer Focus: Pray for our Next Gen ministries. Pray that the next generation may grow in faith and become strong 
leaders of the future.
Verse: “Don’t let anyone despise your youth, but set an example for the believers in speech, in conduct, in love, in 
faith, and in purity.” (1 Timothy 4:12 CSB)

SUNDAY, APRIL 7
Prayer Focus: Pray for God will raise up new leaders in the Church at Woodbine to help serve and lead us during this 
transition and beyond. 
Verse: “Just as each one has received a gift, use it to serve others, as good stewards of the varied grace of God.”
(1 Peter 4:10 CSB)

SUNDAY, APRIL 14
Prayer Focus: Pray for the campus pastoral candidates, that God prepares their hearts and minds for the role they may 
play in your church.
Verse: “A person’s heart plans his way, but the Lord determines his steps.” (Proverbs 16:9 CSB)

SUNDAY, APRIL 21
Prayer Focus: Pray for the mission and vision of the Church at Woodbine, that it aligns with God’s will and serves the 
greater purpose.
Verse: “Your kingdom come. Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.” (Matthew 6:10 CSB)

SUNDAY, APRIL 28
Prayer Focus: Pray for a spirit of thankfulness and joy as the Church at Woodbine moves forward, trusting
in God’s faithfulness.
Verse: “Rejoice always, pray constantly, give thanks in everything; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.”
